VI. Community Healthcare Experiences 
a. Commissioner Gannon shared that Dr. Jamie Coniff is leaving Essentia Health at the end of June 2022. Dr. Coniff has bene running the Patient and Family Advisory Council (PFAC) and Trans healthcare. It’s unclear who will take over the PFAC, gender affirming care such as hormone therapy, and assist patients in navigating systems for medically necessary procedures. There’s no centralized provider list and this poses a major disruption to the current care standards in place as it’s likely a patient will need multiple providers to access care.
b. Dr. Coniff is working to document a list of options for care, and Commissioner Gannon is hoping to access and share that list once available. 
a. Letters of support, councilors, mayor to request Trans affirming providers with major providers to open a conversation. Duluth superior area has a disproportionately large Trans population in comparison to total population, so having that kind of expertise is vital to that local community. This is a huge hit to our community, what are you going to do about it. Add to agenda for June 1st meeting. 
b. Commissioners discussed areas of opportunity for the NQT2SLGBIA Commission to take action on going forward. For example, commissioners discussed writing letters of support, advocacy with City Councilors and the Mayor to request a conversation and action on Trans affirming providers with major healthcare institution. Commissioner Gannon expressed the Duluth Superior area has a disproportionately large Trans population in comparison to the total population, so having that kind of expertise is vital to that local community.
