Introduction

The information presented in this report is obtained through 2023 Stop Data reporting. Stop data is
collected during a traffic or subject stop. While conducting the stop, officers are required to complete
a stop data form with multiple mandatory fields.

The Duluth Police Department began gathering stop data in Quarter 4 of 2021 and will continue to do
so as a commitment to building trust through transparency with our community. For a year-to-year
comparison of stop data, go to the Stop Data Entry Dashboard on our website (duluthmn.gov/police)
and filter by date.

Officers are required to document the subject's race and gender during each traffic or subject stop.
This information comes from the officer's observed perception of the subject's race and gender.

Stop data will be posted on the Duluth Police Department's Stop Data Entry Dashboard
(duluthmn.gov/police) on a quarterly basis.

Summary

2023 statistics of DPD's Stop Data:

e 6,666 stop data entries were collected.
e Of the 6,666 stop data entries, 39.6% of those were females.
o Of the 6,666 stop data entries, 99.6% of those were self-initiated.
¢ Stops are made on one of the following three reasons:
o Moving Violations: 53.8%
o Equipment Violations: 41.9%
o Suspicious Activity: 4.3%
e 6,666 stop data entries resulted in 5,527 Warnings, issuing 686 Citations, arresting 217
individuals, and 236 no actions.
e 315 searches were conducted during stops, resulting in items being located 46% of the time.

Action Taken by Officer

Of the 6,666 stop data entries collected, 3.3% of the time an officer arrested the individual,
10.3% of the time an officer issued a citation, 82.9% of the time an officer gave a warning, and
3.5% of the time no actions occurred. Below shows the numbers of each action.

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Technology, Transparency, and Accountability

Body Worn Cameras: Every sworn member at DPD is
issued an Axon Body Worn Camera. This camera is
activated whenever an officer has contact with an
individual during a call for service. Recordings start 30
seconds before initiating the camera.

Dash Cameras: All squad cars have a camera that
automatically begins recording when the lights are
initiated, or when an officer activates it. Recordings
start one minute before initiating the camera.

Rear Squad Cameras: All squad cars have a camera that
begins recording once an individual is being transported,
or the back doors of the squad car are open.
