Hanson lives in the Glen Avon Neighborhood of Duluth with
his Family.

Family, friends, and police are concerned about Hanson as
this is unusual behavior for him. No one has seen or heard
from him since he was last seen at Central High School.
Police have no reason to suspect foul play.
