This project consists of construction of  3rd Avenue  East Diversion Structure, 1,100 feet of diversion sewer piping consisting of 861 feet of 36” ductile iron pipe and 239 feet of CIPP rehabilitation of a 55 inch brick sewer,  5000 SF maintenance garage building,  1300 SF public restroom facility, concrete retaining walls with decorative surface finishing,  storage facility process piping, equipment and  landscaping, water main extension, storm sewer additions and  bituminous, brick and concrete pavement .  Initial removal work includes soil remediation, excavation of  low impact and contaminated soils and off-site disposal  of soils.

A certified check or bank draft, payable to the order of the City of Duluth, negotiable U.S. Government Bonds (at par value), or a satisfactory bid bond executed by the bidder and acceptable surety, in an amount equal to five per cent (5%) of the total bid, shall be submitted with each bid.

Attention is called to the fact that not less than the minimum salaries and prevailing wages as set forth in the contract documents must be paid on this project.  The contractor must take affirmative action to ensure that the employees and applicants for employment are not discriminated against because of their race, color, creed, sex or national origin, and must meet the affirmative action goals.
