This project involves reconstruction of the embankment, street, water main,  and natural gas main of Westgate Boulevard between 67th Ave. W and 68th Ave. W in the City of Duluth.  The work includes clearing and grubbing of storm debris, excavation, cleaning sediment from the  54” culvert and storm sewer channel, replacement of damaged water and gas mains and services, granular fill, aggregate bas, asphalt pavement, guardrail, rip rap, structural slope repair and vegetative restoration.

A certified check or bank draft, payable to the order of the City of Duluth, negotiable U.S. Government Bonds (at par value), or a satisfactory bid bond executed by the bidder and acceptable surety, in an amount equal to five per cent (5%) of the total bid, shall be submitted with each bid.

Attention is called to the fact that not less than the minimum salaries and prevailing wages as set forth in the contract documents must be paid on this project.
