Wrap-up of This Week

-The top of the retaining wall next to the Gateway Building has been installed.

-Removal of 100-year-old steam heating system is complete between from 3rd Ave. W to just beyond 5th Ave. W.
-The installation of storm sewer pipe has continued on 4th Ave. W.

-Concrete curbs and portions of the road surface at the intersection installed on 5th Ave. W.

What to Expect July 2-7

-Access to businesses and residences remain open.

-Continued concrete installation and roadway intersection finishing details on 5th Ave. W.

-We are proud to announce that the water, sewer and storm drain installations are moving ahead of schedule. This progress
allows us to now shift our attention to sidewalks. Sidewalk removal and utility upgrades will begin on the north side of Superior
Street beginning on 4th Avenue W (headed East) starting Monday, July 2nd. The first portion to be removed will be in front
of the Phoenix Building (housing Starbucks, Alerus Bank and Duluth Fine Piano) and will progress one building at a time to
ensure business accessibility throughout the scope of work. Temporary sidewalks will be installed following this portion of utility
work. The majority of businesses on the north side are accessible by skywalk. For those few properties without alternate
entries, Northland Constructors will make every attempt to reduce the disruption of sidewalk removal and enable public access
to those businesses.

-Work will begin on updating the wall to the East of Gateway Tower.

-There are no crews scheduled to work on Wednesday, July 4th.

5th Avenue W Intersection Opening Date

-5th Ave. W. is estimated to be opened for vehicular traffic towards the end of next weekend, barring weather delays.
