This project consists of construction of a new 8.3 million gallon cast-in-place concrete tank and demolition of existing pump station No. 6.  Contractor will encounter contaminated materials requiring soil remediation involving specialized off-site disposal of soils.  Piping work will include approximately 190 feet of 36” ductile iron gravity influent pipe, 460 feet of storm sewer, 100 feet of ductile iron overflow pipe and 540 feet of HDPE process piping   Additional  work includes site grading, access road bituminous restoration, ornamental fencing, process piping, electrical site lighting and duct banks.

A certified check or bank draft, payable to the order of the City of Duluth, negotiable U.S. Government Bonds (at par value), or a satisfactory bid bond executed by the bidder and acceptable surety, in an amount equal to five per cent (5%) of the total bid, shall be submitted with each bid.

Attention is called to the fact that not less than the minimum salaries and prevailing wages as set forth in the contract documents must be paid on this project.
