





MISC PAINTING/PLASTERING SPECS


Remaining of 2012 Fiscal Year

1)  INFORMATION TO BIDDERS: 


Sealed bids for Painting/Plastering Labor for the remaining fiscal 2012 year will be received by the Purchasing Agent, Room 100, City Hall, 411 West 1st St., Duluth, Minnesota 55802, up to and until 2 PM, local time, Wednesday, April 11, 2012 at which time they will be publicly opened.  Each bid must be addressed to City of Duluth Purchasing Agent at the address aforesaid, and must be in a sealed envelope, clearly marked in the lower left hand corner:  "BID #12-06DS Misc. Painting/Plastering"





2)  EXAMINATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS:


The bidding documents may be examined and obtained at the office of Purchasing Department for the City.  Bidders must familiarize themselves with these documents and comply with same.  If any inconsistency is discovered in the bidding documents by any bidder, it shall be his duty to advise the City with respect to the same.





3)  CONTRACT:


The successful bidder will be issued a Purchase Order for the performance or work according to the submitted bid. Each job during the remaining 2012 fiscal year shall done by an estimate according to the hourly rates provided. 





4)  FORM OF PROPOSAL:


Bidders are to provide regular labor rates.  Hourly rates shall include all ancillary charges such as truck use, shop equipment and travel time.  If materials are not provided by the City, the vendor shall provide materials at cost plus ten percent (10%). Proof of cost must be provided when invoicing.





5)  THE RIGHT TO ACCEPT OR REJECT BIDS:


The City reserves the right to accept or reject any and all bids, and the further right to accept or reject any bid item, and to waive informalities.  The City may also ascertain the qualifications of any bidder by requesting information as to the equipment, staffing, insurance and previous experience in work of this type.





6)  INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:


The contractor shall carry Workmen's Compensation, Public Liability, and Property Damage and Builders Risk Insurance to fully protect the City and the Contractor against any damage or claim in the performance of the work as outlined on the attached sheet "Supplementary Conditions & Insurance Requirements for Independent Contractors" and shall submit satisfactory evidence of insurance coverage before commencing work.


The City shall be listed on the insurance policy to receive a “Notice of Cancellation”, directly from the insurance agent, should that event occur. The City of Duluth shall also be named additional insured.

7)  VENDOR RESTRICTIONS:


No purchase shall be made from an employee of the City, nor from a member of the immediate household of an employee. No purchase shall be made from a member of the City Council, nor from a member of his/her immediate household, nor from any enterprise in which he/she holds a substantial interest, except for public utilities.





8)  NONDISCRIMINATION:


The contractor agrees to comply with any applicable federal and state laws, rules, regulations, and orders prohibiting discrimination in employment, facilities, and service. Contractor shall not discriminate in employment or in any aspect of the performance of the contract on the basis of race, color, religion, age, sex, disability, marital status, sexual orientation, public assistance status, creed, or national origin.





9)  PREVAILING WAGE:


The Contractor shall pay wages and benefits as required by the Minnesota Prevailing Wage Act, Minn. Stat. § 177.41, et seq.  Any wage determinations which are found to be in error do not relieve the Contractor from responsibility for paying the prevailing wage rate of the trade in question.  Additional classifications may develop between certifications by the State Department of Labor and Industry.  The Owner will not be held liable for increased labor costs, errors or changes to rates or classifications. Any such increases must be presented in writing and approved by the City. To the extent the federal Davis-Bacon Act applies, the Contractor is responsible for complying with its requirements. Current Prevailing Wage Schedules apply to all work to be performed.





10) WITHHOLDING AFFIDAVIT:


Form IC-134 "Withholding Affidavit for Contractor" is not required for this contract.





11)  SCOPE OF WORK:


The contractor shall provide appropriately licensed painting/plastering workers on an “as needed” basis to perform work at any designated City site under the direction of Joe Miller, Building Maintenance, or his designee for the duration of the 2012 fiscal year. The City does not guarantee a minimum or maximum number of total days. Subcontracting is not allowed under this contract. Prices shall remain firm for length of this contract. (except as mentioned above)





12)  INVOICING:


When invoicing; attach the job estimate and actual billable charges. Labor days are to be listed clearly and separately from amounts charged for materials. Copies of original invoices for purchased items are to be included with billings.





13)  RESPONSE TIME:


The contractor shall provide a minimum response time of three (3) working days after providing a cost estimate.





14)  MATERIALS:


The City will provide all major materials for work performed. Any materials provided by contractor shall be approved by the City and shall be invoiced at cost plus ten percent (10%). See 4 above.





15)  HAZARDOUS MATERIALS:


If the contractor should spill any hazardous material on City property, the City, Facilities Management office shall be notified immediately of the spill.  The City will facilitate the clean-up of any materials, and the contractor will be invoiced for all time, materials, and labor required to conform  to EPA guidelines.











16)  PERMITS:


The contractor is responsible for obtaining any and all required permits.  All work performed shall comply with all federal, state and local codes.





17)  BIDDING:


The City reserves the right to seek competitive bids on major repair projects.





18)  TERMINATION:


The agreement between the parties may be terminated by either party at any time by providing a thirty (30) day written notice.  However; the City may cancel at any time during the contract period for unsatisfactory performance by the contractor. 





19)  WORKMANSHIP:


If it appears that the contractor has supplied inferior workmanship, or which does not otherwise conform to the bidding documents, the City, regardless of any acceptance or payment, may cause work performed to be provided in conformity with said documents, all at the cost and expense of the contractor.





20)  GUARANTEE:


All work shall be guaranteed to be free from defects in labor and material and be guaranteed completely for one (1) year.





21)  CLEANUP:


The contractor shall remove all debris and dispose of same at work location as directed by owner, and shall leave the premises in a clean, restored condition at the completion of the work.





22)  TAX EXEMPTION:


The City is a tax exempt organization, however, it is the contractors responsibility to ensure compliance with Minnesota tax laws.
