History Of Wade Stadium
Wade Stadium is a historic baseball stadium located in Duluth, Mn.

It has been home to professional, collegiate, amateur, and youth baseball for over a half century. Farm teams from the St Louis Cardinals, Detroit Tigers, Chicago White Sox, Chicago Cubs, and Cincinnati Redlegs have been housed here. It is currently home to the Duluth Huskies of the summer collegiate Northwood’s League and the College of St Scholastica’s baseball program. Wade Stadium serves the Twin Ports area of Duluth/Superior.

Scope
Wade Stadium is in the process of being refurbished to include artificial turf, upgraded stadium lighting, exterior facial upgrades and possible interior upgrades as budget allows.

This bid is for the purchase and install of artificial turf according to the following specifications and stadium plan that shows the square foot area to be covered.

1. Provide information and references on how the turf performs and holds up in the Northern climate changes like that of the Duluth region. Provided data shall state date of the latest change made in turf manufacturing and present only those installation references since this date. Performance shall include reference as compared to actual grass and infield baseball/softball play. Risk of injury shall also be addressed in the performance of turf bid and what steps have been taken to prevent injuries (if any). 
2. Provide solution information on set ups for line painting and removal.

3. Provide options, specifications or drawing details for warning track, recommended drain location for optimal draining, turf seaming, and lining, etc.
4. Submit a complete specification required for sub-soil drainage system or turf bid for design by Duluth contracted Architectural firm, TKDA.)

5. Material Safety Data Sheets shall be provided for ALL material incorporated into manufacturer’s turf being bid. 
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6. Provide information on all events covered under warranty, precautions to be taken to protect the turf when field is used for any non-baseball/softball events, what is covered by the warranty, and what is not covered by warranty.

7. A Certificate of Insurance shall be provided and on file in the Purchasing Office before any installation can begin naming the City of Duluth as additionally insured in the amounts stipulated in attached documents.
A 5% bid bond is required as determined by the installation costs.

Payment and performance bonds using the City of Duluth’s form    

     shall be required and used for the entire amount of the   

     installation costs. 

A Project Labor Agreement will apply if installations costs are expected to be more than $150,000. (See attached)
8. Awarded is expected to work with the City of Duluth’s A&E firm TKDA

as asked to provide any needed information for sub soil design or other necessary info required by the artificial turf vendor. 

9. The City of Duluth will determine equal if bidder bids equal.
Special note: Bidders may include more than one turf they may consider equal in either category, primary or secondary, for City of Duluth consideration.
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
