195 total flag entries were collected between 01/30 and 04/12. The contact information from
each designer has been omitted but a design description/meaning can be seen underneath each
entry. A red number to the right of each flag design will be used to identify the submission.
Participants were limited to five designs per person. If multiple flag designs were submitted
from one designer, the numbering of the flags will also include letters. For example, five
submitted designs from one designer would look like 1a, 1b, 1c, 1d, le.

Quality of flag entry will differ because both digital and physical formatting was accepted. If the
Committee finds that a hand-drawn entry should be part of the final flag selection, digitization
would occur before public voting in May/June in order to better promote equality and fairness
during this process.
