SIGNS OF A GAS LEAK:
- Hissing noises
- Unusual odor indoors or near the pipeline
- Bubbling in wet or flooded areas
- Dirt being blown into the air

- Dead or discolored vegetation near an
underground pipeline

- Abnormally dry or hardened soil
- Fire or explosion involving pipeline facilities

WHAT TO DO IF YOU SUSPECT A LEAK:

- Leave the building immediately and take others with you. If you are outside
when you smell the gas, leave the area immediately.

- Remember, ANY electrical device can cause a spark and possible explosion -
when in doubt just get out and...

- Do not light a match or smoke

- Do not use a cell phone or landline phone
- Do not turn appliances or lights on or off
- Do not use a flashlight

- Do not use a garage door opener

- Do not start a car

- Find a phone away from the area and call 911 or your natural gas utility.
Always call to report the problem. Do not assume someone else will do it. You
can also report leaks anonymously.

- once help arrives, follow directions from utility employees or emergency
responders who are on site.
